INSTRUCTION SHEET FOR RIFLE BASIX CZ-53 & CZ-527
CZ MODELS 453, 527, 550, ALL CENTERFIRE & RIMFIRE MODELS WITH “SET" TRIGGERS

1. Remove boit fiom receiver, and remove baneled action from sock.  Loosen " nut on weight or pull adusiment
Sciew, and remove screw and nut (Photo A). L

2. Using a “arift” or “pin” punch, tap out trigger pivot pin fom oppasite Side of “peensd” over end (Photo B). Remove pin
and all refated ¥igoer pans (Photo C). Do NOT femove ANY part of “Sef” mechanism.

3. Install NEW sear adjustment screw In BASIX trigger and 10ugh adjust as shown (Photo D). Screw may be crimped
SLIGHTLY (Photo E) 1o maintain adjustment, OR biue loctiie may be used.

4. Install new BASIX In Stanchion with 3MM x 10MM dowed pin provided (Photo F). Pin.should be installed with
r FINGERS. rm trigger 1s COMPLETELY FAEE. Pin may be retained with a smail drop of epoxy (Photo G).
NEW weight of pull Spring, followed by original weight of pull adjustment screw and Jam™ mut (Photo H).
Tum adgustment Screw clockise 10 Compress spring Slighty. Be suse Spring | seated in bilnd hole of trigger.

5. Re-Install boit In recelver and check for trigger operation fring. Ad nt of pull screw for desired weight
of pull, and LIGHTLY Sghten Jam” nut. OPERCn Dy " ing. Adgest weignt ot pu

tum. LIGHTLY tighten “Jam™ nut. With action in “FIRED" condition, tur over travel screw clockwise untl it ouches
trigger, then turn counter-clockwise 144 turn, and LIGHTLY tighten Jam” nut.

7. Refer o (Photo 1) for identification of all adjustments.

8. PRe-install barreled action In S1OCK.
